The new standards for Oral Fluid have some changes from its previous version in 2006

.

1. The Oral fluid standards are now a joint standard for Australia and NZ which assists in Trans-Tasman projects to maintain standardisation.

2. There have been various oral fluid devices in the market which produced false negatives or false positives which are detrimental to health and safety regime. The new standard now has clear specification for on-site devices and require the manufacturer to verify their on-site screening devices to the cut offs stipulated in the standard. This will take time some quicker than others. Collection devices for sending samples to lab will also need to meet requirements of Appendix C

3. The old standard stipulated only target values for concentration of drugs, these have now been substituted by clear cut off values.

· Other drugs may be tested for are listed in appendix B of the standard. These drugs are required to be tested in a laboratory certified to AS ISO 15189 
· here has been an addition of oxycodone in the screening devices. Organisations can choose to have all or some of the drugs in their screening programme. Benzodiazepine has not been included in on site screening but in Australia there is a requirement to test for benzodiazepines for all construction projects with federal government and 50 % of workforce need to be tested for drugs and alcohol.

4. Another major change has been removal of the word accreditation for on-site testing and for labs and being replaced by conformance. The purpose of the standard is that maximum people can utilise it and accreditation costs make this process difficult. The labs however shall meet the requirements of AS ISO15189. 
5. Collector is a person who has successfully completed a course of instruction on oral fluid collection and on-site drug screening (if applicable), handling and storage and dispatch of specimens. And demonstrates ongoing competence. Courses may be provided by Vocational Education Training Quality framework, NZQA or courses that would be recognised as equivalent training. - Unit standards for delivery of the As4760:2019 for on-site screening are being developed and the now the ability to send a saliva sample for confirmation helps removes any ambiguities when changing oral fluid screen to urine confirmation. The labs in NZ are already in the process of creating the process for confirmation.



	6. Quality control will be required on each new batch received and on monthly basis when the controls are available. The is no requirement to run controls daily unlike the urine standard.

These are all positive changes and help set a clear requirement on on-site testing to maintain quality controls. I am involved with the Standard Setting Body in review of the unit standards training for on-site screening and collection.

· Accident Investigation & Prevention course launch - a new course from Site Safe will give businesses and organisations a greater in-depth view of accident and incident investigations. As well as looking into the causes of accidents, the course gives participants the tools to take part in the accident and incident investigation process. They will learn to recognise the concept of multiple causes of accident, root cause analysis and they’ll learn how to run an accident investigation. Assessment will be on-course and through a take-home assignment. Once learners have successfully completed the course they will receive a gold coloured Site Safety Card/Passport, seven credits towards the Health and Safety in Construction programme, eight licensed building practitioner points and Unit Standard 17601 – produce an occupational health and safety incident investigation.
· SiteWise application assistance videos - A series of how-to videos have been shot to make it easier for contractors and firms going through the SiteWise pre-qualification process. The 13 help videos should make it easier for contractors as the videos answer the most commonly asked questions. They also provide improved clarity about the questions being asked and the evidence required. The main benefit is that people can watch each short video and find out more about the question and what evidence assessors are looking for. The videos will be released early June and will be available be at: http://sitewise.co.nz/
· Massey University study – the study is looking at some of the things that stop men within the construction industry seeking help for mental health issues. The study is also investigating men’s preferences for seeking help for mental health issues from different help sources. The study is by Andy Walmsley who is studying towards his doctorate in clinical psychology at Massey University. He needs volunteers to take part in the anonymous, online survey which will help research into men’s mental health in the construction industry which in turn should help with suicide prevention research within the sector. The survey takes between 10-15 minutes to fill out and each person goes into the draw to receive one of 50 $40 Mitre 10 store vouchers as a thank you for your time and for helping out. · Suicide in construction research – In late 2018 Site Safe started a new research project examining suicide trends in the New Zealand construction industry. This study is in response to the BRANZ Mental health in the construction industry scoping study (2018), which identified the need for more information on the subject due to high rates of suicide in the industry. The study aims to establish a snapshot of trends associated with suicides in the industry according to data found in coroners’ reports over a ten-year period (2007 – 2017).  The aim of the research is to stimulate and inform discussions and initiatives around suicide prevention and mental health in the construction sector. Site Safe is conducting the research with support from BRANZ who are funding the study through the building levy. The study will be published 29 May 2019 and available on the Site Safe website and the key findings will be presented at the Safeguard conference 2019.
